New Tricky words: said, so, have, like, some, come, love, 

do, were, here, little, says, there, when, what, one, out, 

today.

To continue to have stories read to them and explore 

meaning and characters within those stories. To write 

their own stories and statements of facts using their 

known phonic sounds.

To continue to develop an awareness of shape, space and 

measure including time and 3D shapes.

To compare and explore the composition of numbers up to 10 

including looking for odd, even and double numbers.
