For homework, phonic sounds and word reading will be sent home each week for reinforcement. Regular 
reading sessions are encouraged: please listen to your child read their school book three times weekly and 
share a home book twice a week. This term, as an incentive those children who have read their school 
book 3 times will receive special stickers and a class raffle ticket. The raffle will be drawn on a Friday with 
one person winning a small prize each week.
